How to Create a Works Cited Page! – New Deal Paragraph
Step #1: Identify ALL of the source information for the sources you have used (look at ALL citations in your paper and find the source information from the handout “Source Information for New Deal Paragraph”) 
Step #2: Make sure that you have only used appropriate, approved sources 
Step #3: Create the actual Works Cited Page

A) Open a Document on a computer

B) Title it: Works Cited (title should be centered)

C) Type (or copy & paste) your MLA formatted entries for each source 
D) If you used any lectures you will need to format the source information into the proper MLA format. Use the formula provided to you on the handout “Source Information for New Deal Paragraph”

E) Make sure your entries are listed alphabetically according to the first word in the entry
a. If the source starts with a numeral it goes at the top of the works cited page

b. MLA8 ignores the words “A, An, The” when alphabetizing – alphabetize by the second word if applicable

F) Make sure all book titles are italicized, article titles should be in quotation marks.
G) DO NOT number your entries

H) The second line of your entry should be indented (called a reverse indent - see me for help with this)

I) Use 12 point, Times New Roman font, Double-Spaced!
J) Make sure you have ONLY included sources you have actually cited in your paragraph.

K) Make sure you have included ALL the sources you have cited in your paragraph.
