Tasks:

1. Choose a President :
a. McKinley (1897-1901)

i. (Spanish-American War/Hawaii/Philippine-American War, China, Puerto Rico)

b. Teddy Roosevelt (1901 – 1909)

i. (Big Stick/Corollary/Philippine-American War/Nobel Peace Prize/Panama Canal)

c. Taft (1909 – 1913)

i. (Dollar Diplomacy, Nicaragua, Panama Canal)

d. Wilson (1913 – 1917)

i. (Missionary Diplomacy/Mexico – CAN NOT USE WWI) 

2. Use your textbook & classwork to “Research” the foreign policy actions made by your chosen president. This research should include:

a. Foreign policy decisions

b. Effects of decision (both positive & negative)

3. Use the provided template to create the fake Twitter account (link is on class website)
4. Your Twitter account must include the following: 
a. A minimum of 12 tweets
b. Your Tweets should include:

i. Posts about the Presidents FOREIGN policies

ii. Rationale of Policy (why the President made the decision)

iii. Positive and Negative reactions to policies
iv. You can have followers post on your twitter account

c. Historically accurate followers
d.  Complete the rest of the twitter template, with appropriate pictures, followers, hashtags, profile information, comments. All information should be historically accurate, creative and related to turn of the century foreign policy.
