Needed Materials:

· Textbook (can leave at home – there is a digital version you can access on your device at school)
· Device (please see administration if you do not have a device yet)

Grading:

· Grades will be calculated out of total points. Your grade will be determined by your percentage of the total possible points in the course. For example, if you earn 84/100 points you will receive an   84% = B.

· Grades will not be discussed during class time.You can make an appointment to discuss your grade or you can email me questions
· Students can access their grades through Infinite Campus.  NO GRADES WILL BE POSTED ON GOOGLE CLASSROOM!
· Grades will be rounded up (.5 and higher). Example an 89.5 = an A-. An 89.4 = B+

· Incompletes will ONLY be given in extraordinary circumstances determined by Mrs. Hamilton. A student who earns an  incomplete will have to follow school policy in order to earn a grade change.

· NM (no mark) will not be used for Mrs. Hamilton’s classes.

Unit Packets:

· Stamped Homework Assignments
1. Homework will be assigned on a regular basis and will have a specific due date

2. Homework will be stamped, but not collected on the due date at the BEGINNING of the period.

3. Most completed homework assignments will receive 5 points, homework partially (at least half) completed will receive 3 points (some assignments may be worth more than 5 points)

· NO LATE ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE STAMPED!!! (if you are tardy you run the risk of not getting your assignment stamped)

4. Completed assignments that are not stamped can be turned in with the “Unit Packet” and will receive partial credit (2 points).

· Classwork Assignments

· You will be responsible for completing assignments during class time. 

· Most of these assignments will be worth 3 points and will be included in your unit packet.

· At the end of each unit students will compile all homework and classwork assignments into a “Unit Packet” – unit packets will be turned in on the day of the test, they are due at the beginning of the period BEFORE taking the test. 
Tests: 

· The forms will vary between multiple choice, matching, true false, and short answer. 

· Tests will occur at the end of each unit, and students will be assigned a review prior to each test (there will be NO surprise tests).
· Students who are absent for a test will be taking an essay make up test.
***Mrs. Hamilton does NOT offer “test corrections” or “retakes”***
Graded Homework Assignments & Projects:
· Students will be expected to complete a variety of both individual and group assignments over the year.

· Graded homework and projects will not be accepted after the due date* (most of these assignments can be emailed if a student is not at school the day it is due)
· If you know you will be absent on the day a project is due, you must make arrangements with the teacher to turn in the work early or digitally.
· If a student misses a group presentation, he/she will receive no credit for the assignment and will not be able to make up the points.*
· Graded homework includes writing assignments
· Writing

1. Periodic writing assignments will be given throughout the year. Students will be expected to write formal paragraphs and a research paper following a specified historical format (see website for details).

2. All writing assignments must be Typed, Double-spaced, 12 point, Times New Roman font, Proofread and Spellchecked
3. Remember – NO LATE WORK ACCEPTED!

4. Writing assignments are ALWAYS individual assignments written by you.
5. Writing assignments must be submitted to www.turnitin.com AND a paper copy must be turned in to Mrs. Hamilton to be graded. 

*Special arrangements for extraordinarily extraordinary circumstances may be made upon Parent/student/teacher discussion (examples: death or hospitalization).
Participation:
· Your participation will be assessed on a daily basis (the grade will not be posted online until the end of the unit) 
· Each unit has 30 participation points, all students will start with 20 points and either earn or lose points throughout the unit. 

· You can lose participation points for disruptive/inappropriate behavior (including being late to class), inappropriate language, cuts, and failing to bring in required materials (each tardy results in the loss of a point, each cut results in the loss of 3 points)

· You can earn participation points by asking and answering questions, reading out loud, staying on task in small group work, and completing various interactive online activities (like kahoots, nearpods, google form check-ins). 
Extra Credit Assignments:

· Occasionally there will be opportunities for extra credit, there will be approximately one assignment per unit

· Note: NO “special”assignments will be created for individual students.

Oops Passes

· Students will be given one “oops” pass per semester to be used on a “late” assignment

· The oops pass provides a ONE DAY EXTENSION on an assignment without any penalty (you must still complete the assignment).
· This can be used on any assignment EXCEPT for group assignments/projects & presentations
· An unused “oops” can be redeemed for 5 extra points at the end of the semester. Only one “oops” will be passed out to each student, no credit will be given for a lost “oops.”

Excused/Legal Absences: (the following applies ONLY to excused absences as defined by school policy in the student handbook/California Ed Code)
· Homework/Class work 
1. If you are at school the day homework is due, you MUST turn it in that day! If Mrs. Hamilton is NOT in her room, turn it in to her mailbox in the main office or email her a picture.
2. Students with an excused absence can have extra time allotted for NEW work that was assigned. You will get one extra day for each day absent. For example, if a student misses two days, they will have two extra days to complete NEW work that was assigned. 

3. Students are responsible for finding out what they missed from a fellow classmate, online, or the absent binder. Students can only contact the teacher for missed assignments outside of class time, either during brunch or via e-mail. PLEASE find out what you missed BEFORE class starts. 
4. Note Extra Time will NOT be granted to verified unexcused absences – you must turn in work either early or on time. You are also responsible for getting work you will be missing for unexcused absences BEFORE the absence. For example, missing school for a trip is considered an unexcused absence.
5. Students will NOT be able to make up work or turn in work for absences marked as “cuts” by the attendance office.
· Tests 

1. If absent on a test day you will be taking a make-up test that will be in essay format. We will arrange a mutually acceptable time to take the essay make up test.
2. You CAN take a test early for a pre-planned absence. Please email me for help on setting this up.

Expected Behaviors (Rules):

1. You are expected to be in class everyday, on time, and ready to work.

· Being on time means you are in your assigned seat when the bell rings.
· Being ready to work means: having a pen/pencil, binder, and homework out on your desk.

2. You are expected to use appropriate language during the class period. Vulgar or offensive language   

     can not be used.

             3. You are expected to respect, through actions and words, your fellow classmates, teacher, environment,   

                  and self. Please leave all prejudices, stereotypes, and judgments at the door before entering the classroom.

AI generated work is also considered a form of cheating and is not allowed. For more information, please see the student handbook.
